Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) is one of the most misunderstood conditions, often seen as simply an
academic issue. This presentation will discuss the true nature of what ADHD is, as well as what we know about the
ADHD brain and how ADHD affects every life domain of an individual. In addition, it is the rule rather than the
exception that ADHD is accompanied by a clinical disorder, such as depression, obsessive-compulsive disorder, or an
eating disorder, as well as health issues (sleep problems, obesity etc). Common comorbid disorders will be reviewed
with an emphasis on how having ADHD impacts or is impacted by other clinical disorders. Positive aspects of ADHD
will be highlighted. Treatment recommendations will be discussed. The speaker, who has ADHD, will share both
clinical and personal anecdotes.
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
